Awardee Profile 
Maid Brigade Services won in The Best 
Marketing and Services category.  
It is owned and operated by a young 
Liberian Female (Ms. Kadiatu K. Pussah) 
and is located in Congo Town, Opposite 
RC Lawson. They provide home maids, 
waitresses, cooks, office assistants, grass 
cutters, babysitters, and other house-
keeping jobs. 

Business Story 
She started the business with five (5) 
employees in 2015 from her own savings after 
several years of being an employee. This was 
the business first participation in the MSME 
Conference, and she said it allowed her to 
network with other local businesses, 
individuals, and international organizations. 
The conference training prepared her for 
participation in the Conference, improved 
her marketing skills. Because of the 
conference, she has contracts with private 
entities and international organizations like 
The Rose Garden Plaza and the EU office in 
Monrovia, enabling her to grow her 
employees from 5 to 26 (22 maids and four 
office staffs) in 7 months. Today the business is 
fully tax-complaint and is eligible to compete 
for government contracts.
